Please make cheques payable to Shorttrack UK Ltd. In the case of a ‘rain-off’, if practice has taken place half the entry fee will be returned, if racing has started there will be no refund. Championship points will only be awarded if the meeting is completed.

4. TECHNICAL CONTROL of machines, clothing and helmets must be completed before Official Practice begins. Technical control and signing on will start at 9.00am and finish at 10.30am.  
5. PRACTICE will commence at 11.00am. NO ENGINES TO BE STARTED BEFORE  10.45am.

6. RACE START TIME : 1.00pm.
7. FLAG SIGNALS: As Standing Regulations. ANY DRIVER IGNORING FLAG SIGNALS WILL BE EXCLUDED FROM THE MEETING, IT IS VITAL THAT MARSHALLS, FIRST-AID CREWS AND FALLEN RIDERS RECEIVE THEIR PROTECTION.
